LIMuk are making steps to work with children from poor 
communities in two main areas; in and around the town of 
Bals and also in the Brancoveanca region. 
 
There are children in these communities living in very poor 
conditions and many have very hard lives.  
 
A lot of the children are Roma Gypsy. Within the Roma 
Gypsy communities in Southern Romania there are high 
infant mortality rates, low literacy levels and even some 
cases of malnutrition. This is in contrast to the majority of 
children from Romanian families. The Roma children face 
many social barriers in Romanian society; this can lead to 
disaffection in school. One of the main obstacles for Roma 
children in school is that their first language is not 
Romanian.  
 
Our social outreach program is designed to help Romany 
children integrate into Romanian society through organised 
play and team building games. LIM Xpo teams that come 
out will work alongside our project leaders to organise 
children’s clubs and play schemes. We aim to create an 
environment where we can show needy children love and 
acceptance.

Slatina is a busy town there are many shops, pharmacies, three large supermarkets, 
and many local markets to buy amenities all in walking distance from the apartment. 
 
�  What is the local currency?

�  Should I change my money to Lei before I get to Ro mania? 
 
You will get a better exchange rate if you wait until you get to Romania. 
 
�  Who can speak English? 
 
All the project teams in Romania can all speak English to varying degrees. 
 
�  What happens at meal times? 
 
We provide one main meal a day. Sometimes you will eat at our centre in Slatina 
where LIM provide a home for 10 children ‘Casa Noastra’, and we will share a 
mealtimes with them. Other times we will eat out or organise picnics.  
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You will make your own breakfast and dinner back at your accommodation with the 
team. We will have a team expenses fund and from this money your team will buy 
the food you eat together. 
 
 
�  Can I smoke whilst I’m in Romania? 
 
Should you need to smoke, please only do so in cafes and restaurants in the 
designated areas. Smoking is prohibited within all volunteer accommodation and 
during working hours.

�  Can I drink the water? 
 
Bottled water is cheap and readily available, we would recommend this option. You 
can brush your teeth with the tap water. 
 
�  Will I need any smart clothes? 
 
If you wish to, you may go to church on Sunday so please bring something 
appropriate to wear, smart jeans are acceptable. 
 
Also, when we go out for dinner you may like to change out of the clothes you wear 
with the children. 
 
�  How will I get around the town? 
 
Slatina is a relatively small town; you can walk from one end to the other in 30 
minutes so going places by foot is the best option. 
Taxis are very cheap, around the town one taxis ride would very rarely cost more 
than £2.  
 
�  How much traveling will I do whilst on the project ? 
 
This projects focus is on helping the children, so the places you will see will be 
where our projects are based, i.e. Slatina, Bals and Brancoveanca. 
 
�  Will it be hot or cold when I’m in Romania? 
It is usually quite hot and sunny in the summer and very cold in the winter with not 
much in between. 
The February and October trip will be cold and possibly quite wet. 
In March and April be ready for anything. 
July, August and September could be very hot. 
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Please bring a high SPF sun cream for warmer months and make sure that you 
drink plenty of water in the heat, it is also advisable to bring a head covering.

We fly with WizzAir or Blueair because they offer you the most competitive deal. 
However, depending on how quickly we can issue you with flight details (this is 
depending on receiving your paperwork and deposit) they can range from about £40 
to £300. 
 
�  What about the donation, how much is it? 
We ask each new volunteer to raise £300. 
We ask returning volunteers to raise £200. 
 
�  Where does my donation money go? 
 
It goes into our existing projects in Romania, up keep of the buildings/vehicles, new 
play equipment and resources, staff, the new respite care building project, ‘Casa 
Noastra’ the 11 children LIMuk and Lighthouse Romania care for full-time.

If you are thinking about coming out on one of our trips, we do insist that you comply 
with our code of practice and what our team leaders ask of you. This is mainly for 
your own safety so that you will have the best possible trip with us. Before you go 
out we do ask that you sign a disclaimer and risk assessment with us. This will 
include some of the following. 
 
Willingness to take full responsibility for your ac tions   
If you do not comply with the rules of your team leader or act in a manner that is 
deemed inappropriate you will forfeit your right to continue working with the children, 
these include areas such as: 
 
Photos 
We do allow you to take photos of the children on our trips, but it is not permissible 
for those pictures to be used in any public domain i.e. Facebook or for any 
advertising purposes. Failure to comply with this may mean that in the future we 
have to completely disallow any photos to be taken on our trips.  
 
Dress codes 
Are trips are a fantastic way of experiencing new cultures and way of life. We do ask 
you to respect their culture in terms of your behaviour and how you dress. If we feel 
that you have not complied with the dress code that we feel is suitable then we may 
ask you to change or remove yourself from our trips. If you are unsure as to what to 
bring with you when you go out to Romania, then check out our website for more

Donation 
As LIM and LIMXpo are non profit organisations we ask every new volunteer visiting 
a LIM project to give a donation of £300 which goes towards running costs of all of 
our projects. We ask you to send your donation one month after you have come 
back from your trip. By participating in our trips through the LIMXpo programme, you 
are required to provide the charity (LIMuk) with the agreed donation. 
 
Personal Safety 
Although you have the support of your team members, volunteers should make sure 
that they have appropriate travel/medical insurance before travelling in case of an 
emergency. If a volunteer is aware that they may have a potential issue i.e. an 
allergy etc. LIMuk should be notified prior to travelling. It is the responsibility of the 
volunteer to inform the organisation. 
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
